DIRECTOR'S REPORT: 
Budget:  Figures not as bleak as we anticipated.  Submitted revised budget of $128,460.

BUILDING: 
Painting:  They ARE going to come, but currently there is not a crew available so timing of when they will be here is not known. (Hopefully they can also clean gutters as well.)

Landscaping Project:  V. Mahoney is working with Norfolk Aggie (Dave Green is the contact there). Expects that the actual planting will take place in the fall.  (Plants to be coming from the Garden Club).   The Board would like to meet with Garden Club at our next meeting or one after that to hear update from them.  Deb B. will contact them. 

Patio Project:  Cullen needs to still remove blocks/stones in order to complete the grass planting. 

Exterminator annual treatment for ants; another bird in building.  

VOTE:  Board VOTED to go ahead with the Complete Security System ($985; then $100 per year monitoring fee). 

Book Cases arrived.  Now have a BIT more room and some reorganizing done.

PROGRAMS:
Summer Reading: "Fizz, Boom, Read":  Working on possible programming:  "Mad Scientist Club"; math related sessions; book club (L. Hart).
Discussed the changing demographics of ages of kids involved in Library programming.  LRP may help with finding out needs of the community and help with direction. 

4H--2 Programs geared to young elementary (1-plants; 2-fossils).
Crochet Club proposed by young patron is in the works. (possibly to begin in May).
Passes:  Deb will pursue looking into if Museum of Science and/or Plimoth Plantation might have passes we could purchase then use those for a "give-away." 

Continuing Programs:  book club, coffee time, Mandarin class, movie. 
Other Programs:  hummingbirds, sublime sunflowers, Jerry Lagadec, STEM playgroup.
New Programs:  4H (5/15 and 6/5); Poetry group (6/19).

Special Concert with Fran.  Polly storytime celebration (Saturday 6/14). 

Trustees recognize and commend Deb and the staff for the amazing job they do with programming and providing so much for the community.  

NEW BUSINESS: 
Circulation:  down across the network and here as well.  Discussed the complications for libraries involved with ebook issues at the network and the state level. (Next Network meeting will focus on these issues.)
